I am writing to update you on the topics Year 11 will be studying in PSHE in the coming weeks. This half term, Year 
11 will be learning about independence and families and will be taught: 
 

• Links between lifestyle and some cancers 

• The importance of self-screening  

• Vaccinations and immunisations – myths and reality  

• Blood, organ and stem cell donation 

• How to manage influences and risks relating to cosmetic and aesthetic body 
alterations 

• Fertility, including how it varies and changes 

• Pregnancy, birth and miscarriage 

• Unplanned pregnancy options, including abortion 

• How to manage change, loss, grief and bereavement  

• Different types of family and changing family structure
